MINUTES 
AGHA BOARD MEETING
MARCH 24, 2010
I. CALL TO ORDER-President, Randy Simpson, called the meeting to order at 7:08 pm.
II. ROLL CALL: Present:  Nannette Almon, Dave Estes, Debra Jones, Derrick Laughlin, Carl Miller, Randy Simpson and Anne Stellmon.  Absent: Dick Moore.
III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES-Derrick Laughlin asked to have an addition made to the February minutes.  The addition would be to include under “No Solicitation Signage”: that a sign would also be placed on the Dillon St. monument.  Carl Miller made a motion to approve the Minutes, with the previous addition included, that was seconded by Debra Jones.  The motion passed unanimously and the addition was made to the February Minutes by the secretary.  
IV. ANDOVER GLEN HOMEOWNER ASSOCIATION FORUM-Homeowner, Pete O’Meara was present.  
V. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

NW: No Solicitation Signage-Derrick Laughlin reported that a sign on the Parker Rd. 
monument would be too low to be seen and suggested that the sign be put on the brick 
fence to the right of the entrance; the sign on the Dillon St. monument would best be seen 
on the top.  He also suggested using a dark brown background and 2” cream lettering.  He 
will try to get mockups for the signs made and have them posted so the Board can see 
how they will actually look.

Covenant Review Plan- Pete O’Meara made some suggestions to help clarify the 
proposed covenant changes.  The Board agreed to eliminate any references to 
“rules/Rules”.  There may be an incorrect draft of the proposed changes on the website; 
this will be looked into. We will not distribute the “strike-out” draft version because it is 

too hard to read.  Inconsistencies between the strikeout version and regular draft will be 
brought to the attention of the attorneys.   Randy Simpson will make a new draft with all 
of the revisions and put that draft on the website.  We will wait for community feedback 
before sending our changes to the attorney.

Shalom Park Fitness Ctr.-Cindy Wagner, Activities Director for Shalom Park, 
confirmed that communities neighboring Shalom Park would be eligible to use the 
Fitness Center.
VI. NEW BUSINESS
A. Garage Sale-Woodgate will be contacted to determine the date of our garage sale so that the dates coincide, which will probably be the first weekend in June.
B. Dumpster Days-Will be scheduled for the weekend following the Garage Sale.
C. Community Garden-The first meeting of the season will be scheduled soon by Lynn Walton.  
D. Mulch Project-Norm Arlt proposed that a truck load of mulch be purchased (approximately $600) to be used as a working stockpile for filling in existing mulch in the xeriscape areas.  There are no new xeriscape projects planned at this time and no workdays or community involvement will be needed.  He also proposed changing the existing sprinklers in the Parker Rd. xeriscape areas to drip lines; this project will cost approximately $1000.  Derrick Laughlin made a motion that was seconded by Carl Miller, to approve these expenditures.  The motion passed unanimously.
E. Nominating Committee-Nannette Almon was appointed chairman of this committee, whose responsibility is to find replacements for retiring Board members each year.
