MINUTES

AGHA ANNUAL HOMEOWNER’S MEETING
SEPTEMBER 13, 2010
I. CALL TO ORDER-President, Randy Simpson called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm. He welcomed the homeowner’s in attendance and thanked them for coming.
II. ROLL CALL-Board Members Present:  Nannette Almon, David Estes, Debra Jones (late arrival), Derrick Laughlin, Carl Miller, Randy Simpson and Anne Stellmon.  Absent:  Dick Moore.  Homeowners:  Cynthia Wagner, Jan Guerra, Fred Freeh, Norm and Quick Arlt, Bill Delong, Peter O’Meara, Dona Urquhart
III. APPROVAL OF 2009 MINUTES-Carl Miller made a motion that was seconded by Derrick Laughlin, to approve the 2009 Minutes as presented.  The motion passed unanimously.
IV. INTRODUCTION OF AG BOARD MEMBERS/BOARD REPORTS

A. President- Randy Simpson spoke about the importance of the covenant restatement and explained why voting has been delayed indefinitely. The legal review and certification of the documents has not been completed and is ongoing.  The Board has hired the law firm of HindmanSanchez to complete the work with the goal to begin voting late fall of this year. Randy emphasized that the Gazette will no longer be delivered to homeowner’s but will be available via email and online on the AGHA website www.andoverglen.org.  Homeowner’s interested in receiving the Gazette via email should email him at rgatess@yahoo.com; all email addresses will be kept in strict confidence.  Randy thanked Shalom Park for the use of their facilities for our monthly meetings. Cindy Wagner will reserve the room again for the 2010-2011 year.  
B. Vice-President- Nannette Almon reported that she has helped with Welcoming this year.

C. Secretary-Anne Stellmon reported that she did not move any mulch this year.  She is continuing efforts to present and approve the covenant restatement documents for the HOA.  Anne thanked Debra Jones for her excellent social events this year, that have been well received and for organizing the Dumpster Days and Annual Garage Sale.  She also stated that the AGHA continues to be healthy financially.  A reserve account has been established for the maintenance of the tennis courts.  Only one homeowner has not paid their 2010 annual assessment.  
D. Treasurer-Dick Moore absent, no report.  
E. Social-Debra Jones was not present at this point in the meeting but she sent a message thanking homeowner’s for hosting social events in their homes this year.  She thanked ML Hanson for her support/organizing of the Common Grounds monthly coffees.  She is proud of the community for their commitment and support of our events.  
F. Architectural Control Committee-David Estes reported that homeowner’s have been very cooperative this year by submitting requests for architectural and landscaping changes.  He thanked everyone for being courteous and prompt with their requests; the Board has been able to approve most requests in 3-5 days.  Several new roofs have been installed this year, replacing the existing wood shingles.  Only one homeowner was in noncompliance this year and that situation has been remedied.  
G. Neighborhood Watch-Derrick Laughlin reported that the email alert system is working very well with approximately 50 homes on the alert list.  There has been an increase in home intrusions this year.  He has purchased permanent information signs to be used for the advertisement of meetings and events and was instrumental in the purchase of “No Solicitation” signs that are now posted at the entrances to AG. Derrick suggested that we add an event tab on the AGHA website to advertise and promote upcoming events. 
H.  Welcoming-Carl Miller reported that only two new families have moved into AG this year.  Carl will mail tennis court keys to homeowner’s requesting new keys; it has become inconvenient to deliver them personally.  
V. INTRODUCTION OF BOARD CANDIDATES AND CANDIDATE PRESENTATIONS

David Estes and Derrick Laughlin addressed the meeting about the reasons they would like 
to continue serving on the Board for a second term.  Randy Simpson spoke on behalf of Dick 
Moore who was not present.  Pete O’Meara asked to have his name considered as a write-in 
candidate.
