AGHA BOARD MEETING

MAY 18, 2011
I. CALL TO ORDER-The meeting was called to order at 7:10 pm at Dry Dock Brewery.
II. ROLL CALL-Absent: Nanette Almon, Derrick Laughlin and Carl Miller. Present: Dave Estes, Debra Jones, Dick Moore, Pete O’Meara, Randy Simpson and Anne Stellmon. 
III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES-A motion was made by Randy Simpson and seconded by Anne Stellmon to approve the April Minutes as presented. The motion passed unanimously; Dick Moore abstained. 
IV. ANDOVER GLEN HOMEOWNER ASSOCIATION FORUM-No homeowners were present. 
V. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. Restatement Status-Anne Stellmon reported that 50 ballots(Kitsos returned tonight have been returned, all yes votes. The Board will proceed with visiting the homes of homeowners who have not returned ballots. A “Countdown to June 10” and “Ballots Needed to Approve” signage will begin as soon as possible. Randy Simpson and Anne Stellmon visited 8 homes Easter weekend, only two families were home and received ballots from those homeowners. It was suggested that Garage Sale weekend would be a good time to knock on doors. 
B. Community Garden-No notices for dues have gone out yet. This is still being done by Lynn Walton. It was suggested we revisit the process at the end of the summer to determine how the Board would like to handle the CG next year. 
VI. NEW BUSINESS- Randy Simpson received a written complaint about a covenant violation. The Board agreed there was a covenant violation because the homeowner did not submit an ACC Request. Anne Stellmon will send a “First Notice of Violation” to the homeowner. Randy Simpson will contact the individual who made the complaint and let them know the Board is investigating the violation.

D. Treasurer-Dick Moore presented two months of transactions for approval. Anne Stellmon made 
a motion that was seconded by Dave Estes to approve the transactions. The motion passed 
unanimously. Dick reported that no income has been received from the Community Garden users 
for the coming year. 14163 E. Layton will close around 6/15/11 and our information has been faxed 
to the title company. The new homeowners are Franklyn and Ann Marie Heslop. Our insurance premium 
is due and Derrick Laughlin will review the bill and the coverage.  The Board will review and approve the 
2011-2012 budget at the June meeting.  Notices to homeowners for the yearly assessment will go out 
after June 1; they are due July 1, 2011

E.  ACC-Dave Estes received a complaint from a homeowner that a neighbor had landscaped on their 
property and wanted to know if the Board had approved that action.  Dave assured the homeowner that 
the Board did not approve that action and property line disputes are not handled by the Board but are a 
civil dispute to be handled by the City of Aurora.  Dave will make a courtesy call to the homeowner in 
question and advise them of a possible dispute over property lines. Dave will write a monthly article for 
the Gazette detailing requests and action taken by the Board.
