B. Vice-President-Nannette Almon: No report. 
C. Secretary-Anne Stellmon: No report.  
D. Treasurer-Dick Moore reported that on June 30, 2011 (AGHA end of fiscal year) there was approximately $80,000 in our bank account. $8,000 in revenue was approved by the Board to be put into Reserve accounts. Approximately half of the annual assessments is used to pay for ground maintenance. Our 2010 taxes have been filed and paid. Four homeowners have not paid their annual assessments at this time. 
E. Social-Debra Jones thanked ML Hanson and Mike Zabinski for their continued support for the Holiday party and facilitating the monthly coffees. The annual garage sale was successful for the participants. Dumpster Days continues to be a favorite for AGHA; the first weekend in October will include shredding. The Summer Picnic was attended by 50+ residents, the Fire Dept. came with a fire truck and the children were able to put on gear, much to their delight. The Hawaiian barbecue was a hit! Thanks to everyone for supporting these events. 
F. Architectural Control Committee-David Estes reported that several new roofs were put on this year. With only a few exceptions, homeowners have submitted approval requests with only a few requests denied. Overall, it was a very successful year for home improvements. The Board received very few complaints that were successfully resolved. 
G. Neighborhood Watch-Derrick Laughlin reported that there has been little crime or vandalism in our area this year probably because of strict curfew enforcement. Derrick successfully has received approval from Sagebrush Park neighbors and the City of Aurora to have extra lighting placed in Sagebrush Park that should be installed soon by Xcel.

VI. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

B. By-laws-The By-laws were officially approved by the homeowners at the same time as the Covenant Restatement.  Anne Stellmon, as the current secretary, signed the necessary documentation for their acceptance; the Board needs official filing information before they will be posted on the website. 
VII. NEW BUSINESS-Norm Arlt suggested that the Board take under consideration the condition and future of the tennis courts. The tennis courts are in need of extensive repairs. It was mentioned that the Board has set aside a Reserve Account for the purpose of improving the tennis courts. End of year revenues are designated by the Board to be added to established Reserve Accounts. AGHA is a pre-CCIOA association and does not have to return revenue to the association but may instead designate that money for other and future use. The community will be asked to participate in the discussion and decision of what to do with the tennis courts. Debra Jones thanked Norm and Quink for their service to the community, especially the decorating of the entrance for the holidays. Dave Estes thanked them for the work they do to maintain the grounds which results in a huge savings of money to the AGHA.
